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Chapter 1

Old, Old History and Geography

Planetary Perspective

· several BILLION years ago- whirling speck of dust, earth, fifth in size, came into being

· approx SIX THOUSAND years ago- recorded history of the Western world begins

· approx FIVE HUNDRED years ago- Europeans discover American continents

Shaping of North America

· 225,000,000 years ago a single supercontinent contained all dry land; enormous chunks of terrain drifted away, forming continents, theory proven by discovery of nearly identical species of fish that swim today in the long-separated freshwater lakes of various continents

· continued shifting and folding formed mountain ranges, Appalachians probably formed before separation, 350,000,000 years ago

· western North American mountain ranges: Rockies (huge one), Sierra Nevada (Nevada/California border), Cascades(top left, a little off coast), Coast Range(top left, along coast); rose 135,000,000 to 25,000,000 years ago

· North America anchored top right by Canadian Shield
· the Sacramento River and San Joaquin River look like this: { in California

· 2,000,000 years ago two-mile-thick sheets blanketed parts of Europe, Asia, and the Americas during the Great Ice Age; finally retreated 10,000 years ago (so they existed for 1,990,000 years) which meant:

· the weight of the ice carpets depressed land to form the Canadian Shield
· the melting ice at some points pitted the Canadian Shield to form the great lakes

· melting ice drained southward through Mississippi River to Gulf of Mexico
· melting ice drained northwestward through the St. Lawrence River to Gulf of St. Lawrence (Atlantic Ocean), emptying lakes and North America

· melting ice created Lake Bonneville which covered most of present-day Utah, Nevada, and Idaho; drained westward through the Snake River and Columbia River; only the Great Salt Lake remains, but beaches of Lake Bonneville are visible

People Cross to America

· 35,000 years ago, much of water on planet congealed into massive icepack glaciers, lowering the sea level and exposing the Bering Straight where today there is the Bering Sea between Siberia and Alaska; small bands of nomadic Asian hunters and ancestors of Native Americans followed herds of game into America and continued coming for 25,000 years

· 10,000 years ago, ice melted, sea level rose, bridge was closed

· approximately 100,000,000 people inhabited the two Americas in 1492, but had countless tribes and two thousand languages

Native Americans
· Incas in Peru, Mayans in Central America, Aztecs in Mexico

· natives had advanced agricultural practices based primarily on maize- Indian corn; had stunningly sophisticated civilizations; built elaborate cities and far-flung commerce without horses and oxen or the wheel; were talented mathematicians, made strikingly accurate astronomical observations; routinely offered human sacrifices for favor of gods, usually war captives

Agriculture

· 5000 B.C. hunter-gatherers in Mexico developed wild grass into corn (how?), which became the staple crop and helped develop villages and cities rather than nomadic hunting bands; growing of corn spread from Mexico and reached present-day American Southwest by 1200 B.C.

· Pueblo Indians lived in the Rio Grande Valley and constructed intricate irrigation systems to water their cornfields, dwelled in villages with multistoried buildings by 1500s, pueblo means “village” in Spanish

· no dense concentrations of populations or complex nation-states existed outside of Mexico and the Aztec Empire in 1492

· Mound Builders of the Ohio River Valley and the Mississippian culture of the lower Midwest had large settlements after the incorporation of corn planting during the first millennium A.D.; the Mississippian settlement at Cahokia (near present East St. Louis, Illinois) was home to perhaps 40,000 people; around 1300 both civilizations mysteriously declined

· the cultivation of maize as well as beans and squash made possible three sister farming- “environmentally clever technique that produced some of the highest population densities on the continent”

Native American Life

· Iroquois- native American tribe in the northeastern woodlands; inspired by legendary leader named Hiawatha; 1500s created perhaps the closest to Mexico and Peru; Iroquois Confederacy had political and organizational skills to sustain a military alliance that bugged neighbors (other natives and Europeans) for well over a century

· most natives lived in small, scattered, impermanent settlements when Europeans arrived; would see each other at fish-spawning time and then go separate ways

· in more settled agricultural groups, women tended the crops while men hunted, fished, gathered fuel, cleared fields for planting; gave authority to women; many tribes (including Iroquois) developed matrilinear cultures passing power/possessions through women

· Natives revered nature, sometimes started massive forest fires that torched thousands of acres to create better hunting habitats, mainly for deer; left park-like appearance of eastern woodlands

Before New World Discovery

· however, North America was mostly unmarred by Indians, some places never seeing humans; “probably no more than 10 million” natives” lived in North America in 1492

· A.D. 1000 Norse seafarers from Scandinavia happened to land on northeast shoulder of North America, probably at Newfoundland; had many wild grapes, named it Vinland; no strong nation-state wanted to support them, settlements were abandoned and discovery forgotten

Indirect Discoverers of the New World

· Christian crusaders- tens of thousands tried from 1000s-1300s to take the Holy Land from Muslims, which failed; did acquire a taste for goods of Asia, virtually unknown in Europe (silk for clothing, drugs for aching flesh, perfumes for unbathed bodies, colorful draperies for gloomy castles, spices- especially sugar- for preserving and flavoring food)

· luxuries of the East had to be transported enormous distances, Muslim middlemen exacted a heavy toll, were very expensive when reaching Italian merchants at Venice and Genoa; Europeans naturally wanted a less expensive route

· Marco Polo- Italian adventurer who returned 1295 to Europe after a stay of nearly twenty years in China, dictated a classic account of his travels and luxuries in the East while a war prisoner

Africa and Around Africa

Early

· before mid-1400s, sailors refused to said south along west African coast because would have to fight against winds and current when returning up; 1450- Portuguese were able to go south along Africa because they 1) developed the caravel- ship that could sail more into the wind, 2) discovered they could return by sailing northwest from African coast to Azores and be taken home by winds

· northern Africa was known by Europeans since antiquity; Portuguese opened path to sub-Saharan Africa, previously unreachable also because of the Saharan Desert; Africa provided two-thirds of Europe’s gold

· Portuguese promptly set up trading posts along African shore for the purchase of gold and slaves; Arabs and Africans had traded slaves for centuries before; Portuguese built sugar plantations run by slaves on African coastal islands; slaves became big business

Explorers

· Bartholomeu Dias- edged cautiously down African coast, rounded southernmost tip of the “Dark Continent” in 1488

· Vasco da Gama- 1498 reached India and returned with 6000% profit

Discovery of the New World

Circumstances Leading to Discovery

· Spain united with marriage of Ferdinand of Aragon and Isabella of Castile, centuries of Christian-Muslim wars ended with expulsion of Muslim Moors; Spanish sought to compete with Portuguese, who controlled African coast as well; Spain sought western route

· Renaissance of 1300s nurtured ambitious spirit of optimism and adventure

· printing presses invented about 1450, helped spread scientific knowledge

· compass (probably from Arabs) eliminated some uncertainties of sea travel

Discovery

· Christopher Columbus- an Italian seafarer who persuaded the Spanish monarchs to give him three tiny ships to go west with; sailors grew increasingly mutinous, Columbus had to hide maps so they wouldn’t head back; October 12, 1492 crew sighted island of Bahamas; Columbus called natives “Indians” because thought he was in India

· New World animals were weird for discoverers, including iguanas and “snakes with castanets” (rattlesnakes); new crops (tobacco, maize, beans, tomatoes, especially potato) revolutionized the economy and fed rapid population growth in Old World; three-fifths of crops cultivated today around the world originated in Americas; new crops fed an African population boom that surpassed losses caused by slave trade

· Columbus returned 1493 on Caribbean island of Hispaniola (present-day Haiti and Dominican Republic) with 17 ships, 1200 men, sugar cane seeds,  and cattle, swine, and horses; horses reached North America and helped natives; sugar seeds were planted in the warm Caribbean climate sparking a “sugar revolution” in Europe as slaves worked sugar farms in New World

· Europeans brought germs on their bodies that caused smallpox, yellow fever, and malaria amongst Native Americans, who lost antibodies as these diseases gradually disappeared in America; much more natives died from disease than fighting with Europeans; in 50 years natives in Hispaniola went from 5,000,000 to 200; disease spread north faster than explorers, many who died never saw a European; angry natives sometimes put infected blood into masters’ bread with little effect; natives unintentionally gave explorers syphilis which entered Europe

Spain

· Europeans realized rich gold and silver of advanced Indian civilizations of Mexico and Peru

· Spain secured its claim to Columbus’s discovery in the Treaty of Tordesillas 1494 that divided New World with Portugal, but gave most to Spain, later compensated by giving Portugal compensation lands of Africa and Asia

· Spain was dominant exploring and colonizing power of 1500s; Spanish conquistadores (conquerors) sought three G’s: God, gold, glory

· Vasco Nunez Balboa- known as discoverer of Pacific Ocean; crossed in between North and South America and claimed all land washed by the sea for Spain 1513

· Ferdinand Magellan- took off from Spain 1519 with 5 tiny ships, crossed what is now the Straight of Magellan south of South America, stopped and was killed at the Philippines, voyage was completed with one vessel in 1522, first circumnavigation of earth

· Juan Ponce de Leon- explored Florida 1513 and 1521 thinking it was an island and seeking gold; was killed by an Native American arrow

· Francisco Coronado- 1540-1542 unsuccessfully looked through modern Arizona and New Mexico and as far east as Kansas for golden cities; discovered the Grand Canyon (with the Colorado River) and enormous herds of buffalo (bison)

· Hernando de Soto- led 600 men in a fantastic gold-seeking expedition 1539-1542 from Florida westward; discovered the Mississippi River; brutally mistreated natives with iron collars and fierce dogs; died of fever and wounds and disposed of in Mississippi at night

· Francisco Pizarro- crushed the Incas of Peru in 1532 and added huge booty to Spain

· Spain swam in silver, mostly from rich mines at Potosi in present Bolivia, as well as Mexico

· flood of precious metals caused price revolution in Europe, increasing consumer costs by about 500% 1550-1650; huge money supply fueled growth of capitalism, lay the foundation for modern banking systems, stimulated commerce and manufacturing, paid for much of trade with Asia (which didn’t want much other European goods)

· West Indies- islands of the Caribbean Sea- served as offshore bases for organizing invasion of the Americas; people were tested on with techniques such as the encomienda system- “allowed the government to ‘commend’, or give, Indians to certain colonists in return for the promise to try to Christianize them”, was really slavery, Spanish missionary Bartolome de Las Casas (wrote The Destruction of the Indies 1542, recording the fate of Natives and protesting harsh policies, especially the effect of diseases) called this “a moral pestilence invented by Satan”

Conquest of Mexico

· Hernan Cortes-

· 1519 sailed from Cuba with 16 horses & several hundred men bound for Mexico

· rescued Spanish castaway enslaved for several years by Mayan-speaking Indians of island of Cozumel off Yucatan peninsula

· picked up a female Indian slave Malinche who knew both Mayan and Nahuatl, the language of the powerful Aztec rulers, and eventually learned Spanish and was baptized with the name Dona Marina
· landed near present-day Vera Cruz with superior firepower and advantage of interpreters; learned of unrest within the Aztec empire on tribute and enormous wealth of legendary Aztec capital of Tenochtitlan
· burned his ships to quell mutinous troops; gathered a force of 20,000 native allies, encountered Aztecs

· was presented with fabulous gifts from Aztec chieftain Montezuma; natives thought Cortes’ army rode on deer (horses), Montezuma believed Cortes was the god Quetzalcoatl, whose return from the eastern sea was predicted in Aztec legends; allowed conquistadores to approach Tenochtitlan unopposed

· saw the vast city of Tenochtitlan  with 300,000 inhabitants in 10 square miles, rival in size and pomp any contemporary European city, built on an island at the center of a lake which had floating gardens

· was treated hospitably by Montezuma, but was attacked by Aztecs on the night of June 30, 1520 on what’s called noche triste (sad night) after the Spaniard’s thirst grew too big; Spanish were driven away from Tenochtitlan, later laid siege to it until it surrendered August 13, 1521, same year that smallpox burned through Mexico; Aztec empire faced 3 centuries of Spanish rule and its population lost a 0 from 20,000,000 to 2,000,000

· also brought crops, animals, language, laws, customs, and religion; intermarried with surviving natives to create culture of mestizos which dominates Mexican nations today; 

Other

· within 50 years after Columbus’ discovery, hundreds of Spanish cities and towns flourished in the Americas, majestic cathedrals dotted the land, printing presses turned out books, scholars studied at universities founded 1551, 85 years before Harvard

· Giovanni Caboto (John Cabot)- sent by English to explore northeastern coast of North America 1497 and 1498

· Giovanni da Verrazano- Italian dispatched by France to start north of Florida and sail up along North American coast 1524

· Jacques Cartier- Frenchman who 1534 journeyed hundreds of miles up St. Lawrence River

· Spanish erected fortress at St. Augustine, Florida 1565 to block French ambitions and protect sea lanes to the Caribbean, was oldest European settlement in future U.S.

· Spanish heard stories of northern regions and wanted to join in; 83 wagons and hundreds of men led by Don Juan de Onate crossed the Sonora Desert from Mexico into the Rio Grande Valley in 1598; abused the Pueblo peoples they encountered; in battle of Acoma 1599, Spanish severed one foot of each survivor; proclaimed area to be new province of New Mexico 1609 and created capital of Santa Fe 1610

· Spanish in New Mexico found few furs or gold but spread Christianity instead; faced an Indian uprising called Pope’s Rebellion 1680 after trying to suppress native religious customs; pueblo rebels destroyed every Catholic church and killed a score of priests and hundreds of Spanish settlers; reversal of Cortes and Aztecs; Indians rebuilt a kiva- ceremonial religious chamber, on ruins of Santa Fe; took nearly 50 years for Spanish to fully reclaim New Mexico

· Robert de La Salle- 1680s sailed down Mississippi River under French

· 1716 Spanish begin to establish settlements in Texas, which contained some refugees from the Pueblo uprisings; a few missions were built, including one at San Antonio later called the Alamo; for at least another century Spanish presence remained week in northeast

· in California, Juan Rodriguez Cabrillo explored coast in 1542, failed to find San Francisco Bay or anything of much interest; California remained undisturbed for 200 years; 1769 Spanish missionaries led by Father Junipero Serra founded the first of 21 missions at San Diego that later extended father north than the San Francisco Bay; 300 natives were converted and taught horticulture and basic crafts; these “mission Indians” lost contact with their native cultures and often died as a result of disease

· “Black Legend”- “ false concept held that the conquerors merely tortured and butchered the Indians (“killing for Christ”), stole their gold, infected them with smallpox, and left little but misery behind”

Chapter 2

Early Campaigns

· only about 10% of Native American population of 1492 existed at 1600

· 1600 most of North America unexplored; most of southern half of New World below Florida/New Mexico was under Spain

· within 3 years of each other, 3 European powers established colonies: 1607 English- Jamestown, Virginia; 1608 French- Quebec; 1610 Spanish- Santa Fe
· first half of 1500s: England had no want to compete with Spain in New World, were allied, England experienced English Protestant Reformation 1530s and was busy with wars

· second half of 1500s: Protestant Elizabeth I took throne 1558 and intensified rivalry with Spain

· Irish Catholics sought support from Spanish Catholics against Protestant England; 1570s and 1580s Elizabeth crushed Ireland uprisings and inflicted unspeakable atrocities, planted seed of modern conflict

· Elizabeth encouraged pirates (“sea dogs”) that seized Spanish treasure ships and raided Spanish settlements although England and Spain were at peace; most famous was Francis Drake who returned 1580 with 4600% profit for investors, secretly including Elizabeth, who knighted him with title “Sir”; 

‘Pathetic English Failures at Colonization’

· Sir Humphrey Gilbert- promoter of the English colonization at Newfoundland; died 1583; inspired his half-brother:

· Sir Walter Raleigh- tried again in warmer climates; landed 1585 on North Carolina’s Roanoke Island off coast of Virginia (named for the “Virgin Queen”, Elizabeth); Raleigh stayed at home and Roanoke colony ‘mysteriously vanished, swallowed up by the wilderness’

Decline of Spain

· Spanish, unlike English, were swimming in riches, until: Philip II declared himself enemy of the English Protestant Reformation, used part of imperial gains to create an “Invincible Armada” (“Spanish Armada”) to invade England, 1588, 130 ships of the Armada faced English sea dogs with swifter, more maneuverable and ably manned crafts which won with help of “Protestant Wind”; marked ‘the beginning of the end of Spanish imperial dreams, though Spain’s New World empire would not fully collapse for three more centuries’

· Spain lost the Spanish Netherlands within a few decades, much of Spanish Caribbean too

· Spain was too cocky and bloated too much, sowed the seeds of its own decline

English Colonization

Reasons England Could Begin Colonization

· England now had what Spain had before 1492: strong and unified nation under popular monarch, religious unity after fighting, sense of nationalism; England started taking its place as master of the world oceans after Armada defeat

· English wanted adventure and were curious of the unknown

· English population 1550: 3,000,000; population 1600: 4,000,000

· English landlords developed enclosure to enclose croplands for sheep grazing, forcing small farmers to become tenants or leave

· England’s woolen districts of east and west supplied earliest immigrants to America, economic depression late 1500s sent thousands of farmers to roads unemployed, alarmed many that concluded England had a “surplus population” (London holds twice as many today as all of England 1600)

· laws of primogeniture decreed only eldest sons would inherit estates, younger sons (including Gilbert, Raleigh, Drake) sought fortunes elsewhere

· early 1600s joint-stock company- forerunner of modern corporation, was perfected and enabled large number of investors (“adventurers”) to pool capital

· 1604 England signed peace with Spain

Jamestown

· 1606 joint-stock company called the Virginia Company received charter from James I for settlement in New World; wanted gold and passage to India; intended to endure for a few years just to make profit; charter of the Virginia Company guaranteed to overseas settlers the same rights of Englishmen that they would have had if they stayed home, gradually extended to other English colonies and became foundation stone for American liberties

· Virginia Company’s three ships landed near mouth of Chesapeake Bay, attacked by Indians

· settlers continued north, chose location on wooded banks of the James River (named for James I) which was easy to defend but humid and disease infected; May 24, 1607 approx 100 settlers settled Jamestown
· 40 settlers died 1606-1607; second expedition 1609 lost leaders and supplies to a shipwreck off Bermuda; many died onshore of disease, malnutrition, starvation; Jamestown area was a paradise but the “gentlemen” couldn’t fend for themselves and wasted time looking for nonexistent gold instead of surviving

· Virginia was saved from complete collapse by Captain John Smith, who took over 1608 and declared “He who shall not work shall not eat.”; was kidnapped December 1607, experienced mock execution by Indian chieftain Powhatan, and was “saved” by Powhatan’s daughter Pocahontas (also served as an intermediary between natives and settlers, helping preserve shaky peace, and provide needed foodstuffs) who put her head between his and the war clubs, symbolism intended to impress Smith with Powhatan’s power and with natives’ desire for peaceful relations

· colonists ate dogs, cats, rats, mice; one man killed, salted and ate his wife, was executed for this; of 400 settlers who landed in Virginia by 1609, 60 survived the “starving time” winter of 1609-1610

· colonists tried to leave spring of 1610 (just after starving time), but encountered  Lord De La Warr at mouth of James River, were ordered back to Jamestown and faced military regime that showed aggression against natives

· by 1625, 1200 survivors remained from nearly 8000 adventurers

Cultural Clash at Chesapeake
· when settlers landed 1607, chieftain Powhatan dominated natives of James River; asserted supremacy over several dozen small tribes, loosely affiliated with what gradually became known as the Powhatan Confederacy, and dubbed by the English the Powhatans
· Powhatan may have originally sought the English as allies to extend his power, but relations grew tense when colonists raided natives for food

· Lord De La Warr arrived 1610 and carried order from Virginia Company that led to war against natives; De La Warr helped suppress Irish rebellions and introduced “Irish Tactics” against natives (raided villages, burned houses, torched cornfields) in the First Anglo-Powhatan War 1614, which was ended with peace settlements and the marriage of Pocahontas to John Rolfe (first known interracial union in Virginia)

· fragile peace lasted 8 years; natives couldn’t take land-hungry whites and diseases longer and struck back 1622, left 347 settlers dead including John Rolfe; Virginia Company issued orders for “a perpetual war without peace or truce” to prevent natives “from being any longer a people”; periodic raids reduced the native population and drove survivors westward

· 1644 Second Anglo-Powhatan War native made last effort to defeat Virginians and were defeated again; 1646 destroyed hope of peaceful coexistence, banished natives from their ancestral lands, formally separated natives from white settlements (later reservation system); by 1669 only 2000 natives remained in Virginia (10% of those in 1607); 1685 English considered Powhatans extinct

· Powhatans fell because of three Ds: disease (European imported smallpox and measles), disorganization (lacked unity despite “Powhatan Confederacy”, whites were relatively well-organized and militarily disciplined), disposability (they served no economic purpose for the colonists)

Five Southern/Plantation Colonies

Virginia: Child of Tobacco

· John Rolfe- husband of Pocahontas and father of the tobacco industry; perfected methods of raising and curing tobacco crops by 1616 by eliminating bitter tang; tobacco rush swept through Virginia, grown in streets and graveyards; Virginians sought more land to grow more tobacco

· Virginia’s prosperity was built on tobacco and put the colony on firm foundation; the “bewitched weed” or “King Nicotine” destroyed soil when planted in successive years, made Virginia vulnerable to changing prices

· 1619 (year before Plymouth Pilgrims) Dutch warship appeared with 20 Africans at Jamestown that might have been sold or treated as indentured servants); blacks were too costly, few were brought for decades; 1650 Virginia had 300, by end of 1600s blacks made up 14% of population, most for slavery
· representative self-government born in Virginia with slavery 1619; London Company authorized colonists to summon the House of Burgesses- the first of many miniature parliaments born on American soil

· James I hated tobacco and distrusted the House of Burgesses (called it “seminary of sedition”); grew hostile toward Virginia, 1624 revoked charter of the bankrupt Virginia Company, making it a royal colony under his control

Maryland: Catholic Haven

· 2nd plantation colony, 4th English colony; founded 1634 by Lord Baltimore- from prominent English Catholic family, wanted profits and to create a refuge for fellow Catholics (England was persecuting Catholics, couldn’t marry under Catholic priest)

· Lord Baltimore was absentee proprietor, 200 settlers founded Maryland at St. Marys on Chesapeake Bay; huge estates were awarded to Baltimore’s mostly Catholic relatives; colonists were willing to come only for their own land; were dispersed around Chesapeake region, surrounded by resentful Protestant farmers that led to rebellion near end of 1600s and loss of proprietary rights for Baltimore family

· Maryland prospered, also grew tobacco and depended on indentured servitude (penniless people bound themselves for a number of years to pay for passage) for labor; large numbers of black slaves only appeared in Virginia/Maryland in late 1600s

· Lord Baltimore permitted unusual freedom of religion to promote toleration of Catholics; Protestants threatened to persecute and restrict Catholics like in England, Maryland Catholics were faced with disaster and supported the Act of Toleration 1649 which passed the local representative assembly

· Act of Toleration gave freedom to all Christians, but death to others (Jews, atheists); gave less toleration than previous settlement but protected Catholics; Maryland had most Catholics at end of colonial era

The West Indies: Way Station to Mainland America

· early 1600s, Spain relaxed grip on Caribbean as it lost Dutch provinces (see above); English began colonizing West Indies, mid 1600s secured claim to several West Indian islands including vital Jamaica 1655

· sugar is to the West Indies as tobacco is to the Chesapeake; difference: tobacco = poor man’s crop (labor intensive, planted easily, produced marketable leaves within a year, required simple processing), sugar = rich man’s crop (capital intensive, needed extensive planting to yield enough sugar for a reasonable profit, therefore required extensive land-clearing, therefore required slavery, also required elaborate process of refining to make sugar, only wealthy could invest)

· sugar lords imported enormous numbers of African slaves (250,000 in 1640-1690, composed 80% of population by 1700, still predominantly black

· English created slave codes to define legal status of the many West Indian slaves; Barbados slave code 1661 denied fundamental rights to slaves and gave masters virtually complete control over laborers, including right to inflict punishment for slight infractions

· profitable sugar-plantation systems crowded out other forms of Caribbean agriculture, Indies depended on North American mainland for other food and supplies, smaller English farmers were squeezed out by sugar barons and migrated to newly founded southern colonies, one group of which went to Carolina in 1670, bringing the Barbados slave code with them, which inspired statues governing slavery throughout the colonies, Carolina adopted version 1996; West Indies tested encomienda system of Spanish and now the Barbados slave code of English

Colonizing the Carolinas

· Charles I dismissed Parliament 1629, recalled it 1640 and members were mutinous, began English Civil Wars of 1640s; parliament revolutionaries led by Puritan-soldier Oliver Cromwell beheaded Charles I 1649, Cromwells ruled for nearly a decade; Charles II, son of Charles I, began Restoration period by restoring the throne 1660

· colonization was halted during civil war, resumed during Restoration with greater intensity and royal involvement; Carolina was created 1670, named after Charles II who granted 8 of his court favorites, Lord Proprietors, land extending to the Pacific; these aristocratic founders hoped to grow provisions to sugar in Barbados and to export non-English products such as wine, silk, olive oil

· Carolina prospered by having close ties with Indies, was most northerly colony of Indies, many original Carolina settlers came from Barbados; Carolina established vigorous slave trade, used Native Americans rather than Africans and searched (with help of Savannah Indians) deep into the continent for more captives; Lord Proprietors in London protested slavery in their colonies helplessly; natives became among Carolina’s major exports (as many as 10,000 were sent to Indies, others to New England such as 200 to Rhode Island)

· 1707 Savannah Indians ended alliance with Carolinians, moved to Maryland and Pennsylvania (founded by Quakers under William Penn promising better relations between white and natives), Carolinas attacked before they could depart, 1710 natives of Carolina were ‘all but extinct’

· rice became principal export in Carolina, was exotic food in England, didn’t originally come from London, came from West African slaves experienced in rice cultivation (were relatively immune to malaria present on hot swampy rice plantations); 1710 Africans were majority of Carolinians

· Charles Town became busiest port in the South, many aristocrats came to Charleston, gave religious toleration to French Protestants, created diverse feeling

· Ango-Spanish wars- Catholic Spaniards in nearby Florida fought Carolinians who supported Protestants

The Emergence of North Carolina

· groups of poverty-stricken outcasts and religious dissenters from Virginia came south to Carolina and became squatters by claiming land to which they had no legal right and growing tobacco with no slaves; escaped aristocratic Virginia

· North Carolinians became known as irreligious, hospitable to pirates, and resistant to authority; located between aristocratic Virginia and South Carolina; North Carolina officially separated 1712 and both became royal colonies

· North Carolina and Rhode Island were most democratic, independent-minded, least aristocratic of 13 colonies

· both Carolinas had a history of fighting natives; Tuscarora Indians attacked settlement at Newbern 1711, North Carolinians with aid from south crushed them, took hundreds into slavery, left survivors to wander north seeking Iroquois protection; Tuscaroras eventually became Sixth Nation of the Iroquois Confederacy; 4 years later, South Carolinians defeated the Yamasee Indians
· defeat of Yamasee meant almost all coastal native tribes were devastated by 1720; native still roamed interior

Late-Coming Georgia: The Buffer Colony

· George founded 1733, last of 13 colonies, 126 years after Virginia, 52 years after Pennsylvania; geographically belong with southern colonies, chronologically doesn’t

· Georgia was valued as a buffer to protect more valuable Carolinas from Spanish Florida and French Louisiana; suffered when wars broke out; the only colony to receive money from England government at founding stage

· named for George II; created by charitable people; wanted to produce silk, wine, strengthen the empire, and create a haven for those imprisoned for debt; most important founder was James Oglethorpe who became interested in prison reform after a friend died in debtor’s jail, strong military leader who repelled Spanish attacks, saved “the Charity Colony”

· Georgia was diverse community like Charleston, with German Lutherans and Scot Highlanders; all Christians tolerated except Catholics; missionaries came to work among debtors and natives, including John Wesley, who returned to England and founded the Methodist church
· grew slowly and had lowest population at end of colonial era; had unhealthful climate, restrictions on black slavery, Spanish attacks, and therefore no large-plantation economy

The Southern/Plantation Colonies

· southern colonies all dominated by plantation economy to some degree, had profitable staple crops (mostly tobacco and rice), slavery was found in each but only after 1750 in Georgia, large land was in hands of few aristocrats (except North Carolina and to an extent Georgia), wide scattering of plantations made establishment of schools and churches hard, all permitted some religious toleration, Church of England was dominant faith but weakest in North Carolina, “soil butchery” by tobacco drove settlers westward

The Iroquois

· Iroquois Confederacy (called the “League of the Iroquois” by the whites) emerged in the Mohawk Valley in what is now New York State; bound together 5 Indian nations- Mohawks, Oneidas, Onondagas, Cayugas, and Senecas; founded later 1500s by Deganawidah and Hiawatha according to legend; fought for total supremacy with other Indians and Europeans; struggled with disease, whiskey, and muskets for survival

· building block of Iroquois society was the longhouse; was 25 ft x 8-200 ft, each had 3-5 fireplaces with 2 nuclear families; all families in a longhouse were related; family passed through maternal line; men married and joined longhouse of wife; men dominated in society, positions of prominence were in mothers’ families

· 5 nations of Iroquois Confederacy celebrated together, shared common policy toward outsiders, but remained essentially independent; Mohawks on east were Keepers of the Eastern Fire and traded with Europeans; Senecas were Keepers of the Western Fire and were fur suppliers

· 5 nations band together to defeat rivals: Hurons, Eries, and Petuns; Tuscaroras were peacefully absorbed; the confederacy allied English against French and then French against English, also couldn’t choose sides in American Revolution, each tribe decided independently, most sided with British, left confederacy in pieces

· Iroquois lived on reservations, morale sank, Iroquois named Handsome Lake emerged; 1799 angelic figures warned him in a vision that moral decline must end if the people would endure, awoke and warned tribe to change ways, they did so, he died 1815, teachings survive to this day
